When any of the modules within the CAPS System are invoked, the software now 

displays in the inquiry mode.  CFS is shown below as an example. 
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So that agencies can create data entry fields and track information specific to the agency 

the ability to add User Defined Fields has been added to Arrest, Incident Name, Known 

Offender, Suspect, Victim, and Offense modules.  See your system administrator for 

information on creating these tabs and fields. 

 

The location of Mugshot photos has been moved to the right side of the all module 

screens where they remain continuously visible while moving through records. 

 

ARREST MODULE 
 

A field for Arresting Officer was added for each additional charge on the ñAddôl 

Chargesò Tab.  The display of the Disposition description was moved below the 

disposition field to make room for the Arresting Officer field. 

 

 
 

An Arrest Address field was added using the CISCO standard address format.  The free-

text arrest address stays as well.  A ñFree Textò label was added on the screen to 

differentiate.   

 

 
 

There is a screen parameter which was added for both free-text and the standard format 

Arrest Addresses to be able to disable one or the other according to the agencies needs.  
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The Tennessee TIBRS submission program was modified to use the new arrest addresses 

on the Group B arrest segment.  

 

A search option to search for the Address field in the Arrest Report was added to the 

Arrest Multi Criteria Search. 

 

In Arrest, Juvenile Arrest, and Fingerprint POB (Place of Birth), Birth City, Birth State, 

Birth Country, Citizen Flag, US Born flag, and immigrant status were added to the 

screen.  If the citizen flag is equal to ñYò, the US born field is enabled.  If the Citizen 

Flag is equal to ñNò, the Immigrant Status is enabled.  The ñCitizenò label on the  

Residency/License tab was renamed to UCR Citizenship and is visible only to Florida 

customers. 

 

REPORT CHANGES ɀ ARREST MODULE 
Photos, if present in the arrest record, were added to print with the arrest report. 

 

A new report, Arrest Listing by Officer (ARRPRT12) was created.  This was patterned 

after the Arrest Listing by Name, but is sorted by Arresting Officer and shows totals for 

each officer. 

 

JUVENILE MODULE 
As in the Arrest module, a field for Arresting Officer was added for each additional 

charge on the ñAddôl Chargesò Tab.  The display of the Disposition description was 

moved below the disposition field to make room for the Arresting Officer field. 

 

Fields labeled Person Notified of Juvenile Custody, Date Notified, Time Notified, and 

Notified by were added to the Juvenile Held Tab. 

 

 
The ability to search by Status, Influence, Alcohol, Drug, and Time of Arrest was added 

to the Juvenile Multi Criteria Search. 
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As in the Arrest module, an Arrest Address field was added using the CISCO standard 

address format.  The free-text arrest address stays as well.  A ñFree Textò label was added 

on the screen to differentiate.  A parameter to turn either field off was added to the 

juvenile screen parameters.   

 

License fields were added to the Residency Tab and the tab label was changed to 

Residency/License. 

 

 
 

A new tab for the Parents Information was added to include a guardian.  The Resides 

field was turned into a combo-box with values of Mother, Father, and Guardian.  The
